Options to line the bin

Placing compostable materials loose in the Green Bin, with no liner
atall, is acceptable. Keep in mind that food may freeze to the bottom
and the container will need to be rinsed out more often.

Wrapping compostable materials in newspaper or paper bags will
absorb moisture, reduce odours and pests, and prevent materials from
freezing to the bottom of the Green Bin in the winter.

Using certified compostable bags in
the Green Bin or kitchen collector will
minimize odours, insects and leakage.
The bags must have either logo (shown
here) to be accepted.

Plastic bags (clear green plastic bags, shopping bags, garbage bags, etc.)
are not permitted and will not be collected. However, another option is
to duct tape a plastic bag into the Green Bin, so that it does not come out
of the bin when the contents are collected.

Hazardous and electronic wastes are not collected
curbside, but instead can be brought to any Hazardous
and Electronic Waste Event. These events happen at
various locations throughout Dufferin between Spring and
Fall. Check the website for dates and locations.

No white goods/large appliances, such as refrigerators, washers
and dryers, air conditioners, or dehumidifiers, including anything with
freon/refrigerant.

Unidentified/unknown materials will not be accepted.

Drums of material will not be accepted. Please safely place materials into
smaller containers, if required.

Liquid containers must not exceed 20L (5.25 gal.). Propane tanks must
not exceed 13.6kg (301bs).
